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Our show theme is “Around the World in a Day”, featuring music like “La Marseillaise” the French National Anthem, Toto’s “Africa”, Chick Corea’s “Spain”, the Beatles tune “Back in the USSR”, Music from Disney’s “Coco”, the show’s ballad Percy Grainger’s “Irish Tune from County Derry”, and the finale will bring the trip around the world home to the USA with an adapted marching band version of “A Patriotic Festival” arranged by Mark Williams. 

This show is the perfect balance between crowd pleasing, since several tunes are recognizable, but also great for competition. Our students will be able to showcase their musicianship, as well as marching skills. The brass will be heavily featured in some of the tunes, such as in Spain and La Marseillaise, the percussion in “Africa”, and the woodwinds in “Irish Tune”. The band will work together to power through the end of the show with “A Patriotic Festival”. 

The color guard will feature flags of a world map, a blue-sky colored flag to indicate air travel, a bright red matador style swing flags for “Spain”, a patriotic Americana style flag for “A Patriotic Festival". The color guard uniforms will be grey and sparkly, some of our guard members will be dressed similarly to flight attendants, as they will be the planes and clouds that accompany our band and the audience as they “travel around the world”. Drum Majors will be wearing pilot hats. 

Band camp will begin 4 weeks prior to the start of the school year. Since our school starts on September 8th, camp will begin on Monday August 17th, 2020. Our camp is two weeks long Monday-Friday 8am-8pm. Therefore, camp will end on August 28th. Campers should bring their own lunch; dinners will be provided. Please remember to send your students to camp with plenty of water and or Gatorade. We will spend much of our time outside on the field. 
The week following camp there are no scheduled rehearsals, though section leaders are encouraged to host a sectional during that time so that we do not forget our music in the time off. 

Once school begins, we have rehearsals on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday after school. Monday and Wednesday are from 3:00-4:30pm so that students can take the late bus. Friday afternoons we will rehearse from 3:00- 5:30pm. If we have a Friday night football game to attend, the band boosters will provide dinner (either sandwiches, or pizza). 

Competitions are generally scheduled for Saturdays, though the Yamaha Cup and Regional championships are both scheduled for Sundays in October and attendance is required at all competitions. Every student is important to the effect of our show. If we are missing people, it would be as if the New York Yankees decided to play without a short stop: something is missing and can cause us to perform not as well as we can.  We will attend 8 competitions this year including the championships listed above. 

Additional Performances: In addition to football games and competitions, we are invited to play at 4 parades this year: homecoming on October 16th, the Denville Holiday parade on November 29th, Memorial Day, and the 4th of July Parade in Morristown. Please note that the parades during the school year are required attendance. The 4th of July parade is required to participate in student leadership in the following year. Please make your best effort to be available for this parade. We will have an extra practice for parade marching and parade tunes in the week prior to the parades, please keep an eye on the calendar for these. The Memorial Day and 4th of July parades will have two practices each since the band will be out of practice at that point. All of the dates are in the attached schedule. 

THE BAND WILL REHEARSE EVERY MONDAY, WEDNESDAY, AND FRIDAY STARTING AT 3 PM UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED. WE WILL REHEARSE EVERY WEEKDAY FOR THE WEEK LEADING UP TO THE LAST TWO COMPEITIONS ON OCTOBER 24th AND  25Th (these additional rehearsals are noted on the calendar below). After our competitive season is over, if the football team is still playing, we will rehearse on Friday afternoons at our usual time before their game.
